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From the Pastorõs Desk 

This week I heard about a study of how language is changing; some of what I heard troubled me. I   
recognize, just as you do, there are words in our vocabulary that didnõt exist a few decades ago that are 
now common: the word òtextingó comes to mind. What surprised me was the list of words that over 
the last 100 years have seen a marked decline in use. As we approach our national holiday of      
Thanksgiving, I was struck that two of the words that have declined significantly in our use are: 
òthankfulnessó and ògenerosity.ó Both are at the heart of Thanksgiving.  
 With Thanksgiving just a little more than a week away, our family planning is well underway; 
much of which has to do with who is traveling when, and who is preparing which dish for the   
Thanksgiving meal. I confess to having a certain sense of excitement about it all. Thanksgiving is my 
father-in-lawõs favorite holiday, and I am beginning to think some of his appreciation for the holiday 
has rubbed off on me over the last 26 years. I know our gathering will be characterized by 
òthankfulness.ó I am also mindful of the many additional opportunities I have for ògenerosity:ó like 
the òOperation Christmas Childó shoe boxes (due in this Sunday), holiday food bags (in the months of 
November and December), and end of the year financial giving.  
 But I donõt seem to be able to shake the thought we might be on our way to losing the words 
òthankfulnessó and ògenerosityó from our vocabularies. òThankfulnessó is an attitude. Could it be that 
over the last 100 years as we have become more affluent, restless to acquire more, we are simply no 
longer content with having less, and therefore thereõs just not an attitude of òthankfulnessó in many of 
us? If we are focused on acquiring more for ourselves, then there is less room for ògenerosityó in our 
lives, and I suppose less ògenerosityó results in less òthankfulnessó on the part of those who are on the 
receiving end of our ògenerosity.ó We know people are giving a smaller and smaller portion of their 
income in church offerings and to other groups or institutions which rely on the ògenerosityó of those 
who support them. Perhaps, the next few days can be a time when we are aware of both of these 
words, and their place in our lives.  
 This Sunday, we continue our sermon series: òWho Would Have Thought. . .ó The scripture we 
are going to be looking at is John 4, and the person is the woman at the well. This Sunday evening at 
6:00 pm we will gather in the gym for a meal with our brothers and sisters from Monte Vista.            
Following the meal we will worship together with the Faithful Men singing, and the pastor of Monte 
Vista (Jerry Mantooth) bringing the message, followed by the celebration of Holy Communion.        
Everyone is invited!  
 I look forward to a wonderful day with you this coming Sunday.
